With our first carnival for our U8's to U10’s approachi  ng quickly you will probably have a whole heap of
questions, for instance! WHAT IS IT ALL ABOUT? OR, = WHAT HAPPENS? AND WHAT DO WE DO? Well,
hopefully the details below will help.
OUR FIRST CARNIVAL FOR U8's to U10's will be the “Li  ttle Dudes” held at Coolangatta on 23.11.08.
All Surf Clubs are split up into Branches. We fall  under the SOUTH COAST BRANCH. This carnival thatou r
U8's to U10’s are attending is in the POINT DANGER B  ranch. This carnival is by invitation from the POINT
DANGER BRANCH.
There will be tents everywhere & parking is always a  problem. Arriving early shortens the walking
distance to the beach. The first event starts at 8a m, & we meet at 7.30am under our tents that will be  set up for
the day. Hopefully we will have 2 tents up to provide s helter but we ask that we have one tent area free & not
filled with chairs so that our children have plenty 0 f room & shade. There will be children running around
everywhere, please know where your own child is at all times so not to miss an event. The events are listed in
order but a time is not given. Due to the amount of co mpetitors & the length of time for each event, itis very
difficult to note a specific time for a particular ev  ent. All carnivals continue whether rain, hail or sh  ine. You
will be spending a lot of time in the sun more than wh  at we do on nipper days. Plenty of water, sunscreen, h ats
& a shirt are essential. Of course, the opposite int he event of a weather change - be prepared. And don't forget
yourselves parents, many a parent spends time running after their children forgetting that, in the meanti  me
they are burning to a crisp. If children are not big  on drinking water, watermelon is always a great re  freshing &
hydrating fruit. It is a great idea to prepare your ch ild with plenty of sleep the night before the weeken d. The
day starts early & the day is long.
You are to find your Age Manager/s so that they know th  at you have arrived & your attendance can be
recorded, if you do not report to your Age Manager you ma y miss out on your event. Your Age Manager/s will
have a list of all events. The Age Manager/s will ta ke the children & marshal them in the areas that ha ve been
allocated for that event. There are usually 2 - 3wat er areas, 1 flag area & 1 sprint area. At the
marshalling area, the Age Manager/s will have allt  he children’s names marked off. This is a time cons uming
task particularly with little children. The childre n will then be placed in event order, most children  will then be
split up so that there will only be 1 - 5, maybe more N th Burleigh children in 1 heat. A computer isusedt o select
the children randomly. You may find 1 Nth Burleighch  ild in 1 heat & 4 in another & so on. The
children will slowly be eliminated as the races conti nue, leaving a number of children to the last race, t hat
being the final. The final is then run to select ch ildren coming 1, 2 & 3. This happens in every event, whether it
is a wade, board, swim, sprint or flags. Parents will  not be allowed into the marshalling, start & finisha  reas.
Once the event is completed & your child has finished that event this is when you need to re- hydrate, re apply
sunscreen & put their hats & shirts back on. If you le ave the tent area in between events for toilet break, food
break, coffee break, you need to unsure that your child’ s Age Manager/s are aware of where they are. Please
communicate with the Age Manager/s.
We also have a TEAM MANAGER appointed to the day & thi s season U8's to U10’s TEAM MANAGER is MI-
CHAEL COOK. Mike will be responsible for all of the  Nth Burleigh
members participating on the day of the carnival. Chi Idren not competing in a particular event due, to the m
being knocked out, we ask all stay together as a team & cheer each other on. Even yelling out our WAR CRY is a
great way to go.
AND NOW FOR SOME RULES........ CHERRING is welcomed ................... BUT

The punishment for the abuse of an official, another ¢  ompetitor, Age Manager/s or Team Manager will haveth e
whole of the club disqualified. Please refrain from ma king such remarks, however unfair you may think a
decision is. If you have a complaint please directitt o your Age Manager/s, who will then direct the complain  t
to the Team Manager & he will deal with the problem t  actfully through the proper authorities. We value the
service our OFFICIALS offer, some of them have been pro viding this service since “we” were children. Withou t
these people, who volunteer their time to stand int he sun all day, we would not be able to have a carniva |.
Please appreciate the amount of time they dedicate to Surf Life Saving & make them feel welcome.

No competitors are permitted to wear any sort of jeweller y - earrings with little children can be a problem, we
suggest that if they cannot be removed then they can b e taped over with first aid tape. This rule is neces sary for
the safety of the child.

The tent area will be a place of residence for many pa rents & children over the weekend please refrain from
leaving any rubbish for somebody else to pick up. We al so seem to collect quite a few pieces of lost property ower
the weekend. It's not always easy for children to fi nd the right bag to replace things, but it's handy to  have a
good look around before hurrying home. We also asked that we have plenty of helpers to help set up & pack up.
So if everyone can offer just a few extra minutes so th at we can have it all done we can leave together.

A photographer will be wandering around taking snap  shots of the event, or just children having fun in the
sand. They are great memory shots! If you have anymore qu estion please feel free to ask your Age Managers.
